Born to Letter
Joke Boudens
I was born in Bruges, Belgium as the eldest of five. We 
grew up surrounded by written and drawn letterforms. 
My father was the first calligrapher in Belgium, who 
taught at several Academies of Art. As children and young 
adults, none of us took any interest in what he did. Still, 
in the end we all became calligraphers or letter carvers. 
My father died in 1990 at the age of 64. Fortunately, at 
the end of his life he had known that some of his children 
were bitten by the lettering bug! I will talk about how it 
was to grow up in this family, how our interest in lettering 
was aroused and why, finally, each of us chose to be some 
kind of lettering artist. I will show you some work of my 
father and siblings, as well as a selection of my own.

Hand-drawn lettering has become very popular in recent years. From posters and 
book jackets over graphic design and illustration to T-shirts and chalkboard lettering 
in restaurants and cafes. Many of these designs are inspired by lettering dating 
from the beginning of the 20th century. In this workshop we will concentrate on the 
basic letterforms of the Roman Capital. I will take you through every letterform of a 
simple uppercase sans-serif alphabet. We will look at specific forms in detail. Basic 
letterforms will be changed by adding shadow and other design elements. This will 
happen through the use of only a pencil and a fineliner. 
In this course, you will learn to
   • correctly draw letterforms by hand
   • create familiar letterforms by adding secondary elements
   • understand the calligraphic process from thumbnail to finished piece
   • master layout skills and create a beautiful hand-lettered word or phrase
The workshop is meant for complete beginners and anyone who wants to improve and refine  
acquired skills. 

Joke Boudens is a Flemish lettering artist and teacher, living and working in the beautiful medieval town of Bruges, Belgium. With a calligrapher father and a visual arts gradu-
ate mother, she grew up surrounded by art and letters. After attending a workshop on Roman capitals, at long last she totally fell in love with lettering. 
		 Her work has frequently been shown in the prestigious American journal Letter Arts Review and has been exhibited in the US, Japan and Europe. She is a Full Member of the 
British society Letter Exchange. In the last decade she has taught calligraphy in Europe, the US and Canada. Joke’s work is in many private collections in Belgium and abroad, 
including that of the Belgian royal court.
